

APPLICATION FOR FELLOW STATUS

STATEMENT OF GOALS

Fellow status is an honor conferred by the Association for Gerontology in Higher Education (AGHE). The Association established this honor to recognize outstanding leadership in gerontological/geriatric education by established scholars and educators at AGHE member institutions.  
ELIGIBILITY

Individuals eligible for this honor should be able to document well-established careers of achievement in gerontological or geriatric education. Fellow status is granted only to individuals demonstrating a record of excellence beyond routine teaching. Qualifications include: 

· outstanding achievement in teaching;
· influential research or publications on pedagogy or educational issues;
· influential research publications or theoretical contributions on gerontological or geriatric education/training; 
· influential media or on-line contributions to gerontological/geriatric education/training;
· leadership in administration and funding of gerontological or geriatric educational programs, including the development of new programs.

Eligible individuals also must be employed by an AGHE member institution or, if retired, have been employed by an AGHE member institution. Only applications submitted electronically will be considered.
BENEFITS TO FELLOWS

Awarded Fellows will: (a) receive a certificate suitable for framing; (b) be announced in the AGHExchange newsletter, in a press release, on the AGHE website, and at the annual meeting; and (c) have a letter sent to a top administrator in their institution to announce receipt of this honor. Fellows will receive acknowledgement ribbons at AGHE’s annual meetings and will be listed in a special index in the AGHE directory. Fellow status carries no monetary benefits with regard to AGHE dues, fees, or charges.
SELECTION

A Fellow Selection Committee, consisting of 5-7 Fellows, is appointed annually to review applications for Fellow status. Recommendations from the Fellow Selection Committee are submitted to the AGHE Executive Committee for final approval. If a nominee/applicant is not approved, he or she may resubmit his or her application (one time) in a subsequent year.
